N of Samaria, and while passing through there one day, Jesus and His

M Apostles paused to rest before moving on. While His followers went
m into the city of Sychar to buy food, Christ sat by what was known as
{d Jacob's Well. Soon, He is joined at the well by a Samaritan woman,
M and they immediately strike up a conversation. In that era, for Jews
g} and Samaritans to be conversing would have been highly irregular.
] For a Jew to be speaking publicly with a woman was almost unthink-
able! Christ's discussion with the Samaritan woman becomes highly
¢ spiritual and theological in nature. He speaks of the "living water" that
! He can offer her, and instructs her in matters pertaining to true wor-
i ship. Finally, Christ reveals to her that He is the Messiah for Whom
i the world was waiting.

The Church views the Samaritan woman as being the first
evangelist," for the Gospel tells us that "... many of the Samaritans in
that city believed in Him because of the word of the woman, who
testified 'He told me all that | ever did."' " (John 4:39) After our Lord's
Resurrection, she was baptlzed and given the name Photini, which

means "the enlightened one.’
